     The school year is quickly moving along, and we will soon be looking at end of 
year testing. We will begin testing in April. Our 4th

 
grade students will be taking 

the RISE assessment in the areas of Language Arts, Math, and Science. Third 
graders will participate in RISE as well in the areas of Language Arts and Math. 
They will also be assessed in Math and Reading with the Acadience assessment. 
Second graders will be assessed using the Acadience assessment in Reading 
and Math as well. The information we receive from these assessments helps us 
to determine where our students are and what we can do to best help them pro-
gress. It can also give us information on the growth that was made during the 
year. Please help students understand how important it is to finish these last few 
months strong so that we can see the great growth they have made!   
  
Testing opt out:   
     Board Rule 722-404-7 (3)(a) states that a parent may exercise the right to ex-
empt their child from a statewide assessment.  If you choose to opt your child out 
of end-of-year testing, you must complete the Parental Exclusion form and return 
it to the school.
