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Major Infractions

-

Severe Blurting: Any type of
intentional calling out, answering
questions without proper
procedure being followed, calling
students names, noises that are
inappropriate, etc.

This type of behavior prevents
the majority of your students from
receiving instruction because
your attention is on a few

students.

Repeated patterns:

Homework is not complete,
student  refuses to  work
independently or within the
group, playing with toys,
inattentiveness during instruction,
etc. where other students are
distracted from learning.

NO

*Minor Offenses
Anything that a student is doing that
prevents other students in the class from
receiving good instruction. Examples:
subtle noises, poking, talking to
neighbors so they are inattentive, taking
too much time getting ready, not having
materials, not listening, not following
directions, attitude, etc.
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NOTE: This is throughout any given day. You don’t have to start over for every subject!

Remember: The only person that can assign someone to the skills center is the office.
