2026 High School Graduate Application Information 
●​ Application period: Students apply during their senior year of high 

school. 
●​ Students must complete a two-part application to be eligible. See the 

FAQ document below for more details about each part. 
Part 1 of the application will be available from January 5, 2026, to March 20, 
2026. 

●​ All 2026 applicants will receive an application update via email by May 
1, 2025. If you do not receive that email by May 1, 2026, contact the 
scholarship office immediately, as notifications are time-sensitive.

●​ Meet all application deadlines 
●​ Enroll full-time at an eligible institution or submit documentation of an 

approved deferral from an eligible institution starting the fall after high 
school graduation 

* The requirements for a First Credential are determined and verified by the 
Utah State Board of Education, which reviews completion of the required 
coursework. Students do not need a physical or digital certificate to submit an 
application or be eligible, like in previous years. Please contact your high 
school counselor for more information about completing the required courses.
